








 
Project Scope 
South Africa was chosen to host the 2010 FIFA World Cup Games. New soccer stadiums were required 
to support hundreds of games played during this international event. The soccer fields were required 
to ensure the safety of players, support extended recreational use and provide a beautiful playing 
surface. 

Challenges
The fields will receive extended abuse that only the World Cup can deliver. Standard turf fields cannot 
withstand extensive play without damage.

RESI Solutions
RESI’s specified Netlon Advanced Turf System (ATS) was selected as the most durable turf 
system for the 50,000-seat Nelson Mandela Bay Stadium. FIFA supports the Netlon ATS surface 
as a solution that reduces compaction, increases player safety, enhances turf health and 
improves the durability of natural turf fields. Netlon ATS doubles the infiltration rates ensuring 
that fields will be safe for play, rain or shine, for the 2010 FIFA World Cup Games.

Project Scope
The Houston Texans organization was searching for a natural turf field that was both durable and 
portable for their indoor stadium. This surface had to meet requirements of the NFL, be capable of 
supporting vehicles and sustain healthy turf grass.

Challenges 
Reliant Park had to accommodate NFL Football games, livestock shows, rodeos and other non-turf 
events. The portable sections (above right) were designed to be 7.5” deep and installed above 
metal drainage pallets. The unique design of the portable modules had to allow for removal and 
replacement of individual modules without adverse effects to the whole field. 

RESI Solutions 
RESI collaboratively designed and installed a system that uses 8’ x 8’ portable turf modules. This 
would not have been possible without mixing Netlon ATS into the soil. Simple exchange of the 
modules helps combat excessive wear and long periods of time in the shade. Netlon ATS increases 
field stability, aids in water and air management and provides a forgiving playing surface required by 
the NFL athletes.
